e 4 bananas, sliced

1 small package instant vanilla pudding mix
1 cup milk
1 large container whipped topping, divided
1 large box vanilla wafers

Instructions

2.Beat with an electric mixer on high speed until the mixture thickens.

3.Chill for 10 minutes.

4.Fold in half of the whipped topping.

5.In a serving dish, layer vanilla wafers, sliced bananas, and the pudding mixture,
repeating layers and ending with pudding on top.

6.Top with the remaining whipped topping.

7.Crumble a few vanilla wafers and sprinkle over the top.

8.Top with the remaining whipped topping if desired.

9.Chill for at least 4 hours before serving.
